Step-2 Remove the OEM spare tire.

Step-3 On the driver side, disconnect the bumper wire harness from the vehicle harness, (FIGURE 1).

section of the fender liner to the bumper side support bracket, (FIGURE 2). Note: The fender liners will
not be re-installed.

Trailline Bumper Installation

Step-1 If equipped with park sensors remove the wiring harness, sensors, mounting rings and bezels
from the OEM bumper. Note: The sensors, mounting rings and bezels have to be positioned in the
Rockline rear bumper in the same location (inner and outer), (driver and passenger) as removed from
the OEM bumper.

1a Unplug the sensors from the wiring harness and remove the wiring harness from the OEM bumper.

1b Remove the sensor by spreading the tabs on the bezel and releasing the sensor out the back side of
the bumper.

1c Spread the tabs on the bezel retainer to release it from the bezel.

1d Press the tabs in on the bezel to push it out the front side of the bumper.

1e Remove the (4) plastic plugs from the bezel brackets that are preinstalled in the Rockline rear
bumper,

1f Install the OEM parking sensors in the Rockline rear bumper by pressing each bezel in from the
front of the bumper into place in the bezel bracket, then press the bezel retainer onto the bezel from the
backside. Next press the sensor into the bezel from the back side.

1g Transfer the OEM bumper wiring harness to the Rockline rear bumper and connect to the parking sensors.

Step-2 Attach the license plate base bracket to the holes in the top, on the driver side of the Trailline
bumper using (2) 5/16” x 1”hex bolts, (4) 5/16” flat washers, (2) 5/16” lock washers and (2) 5/16”
hex nuts, then attach the license plate bracket to the base bracket using (2) 5/16” x 1”hex bolts, (4)
5/16” flat washers, (2) 5/16” lock washers and (2) 5/16” hex nuts, (FIGURE 3). Tighten the nuts and
bolts.

Step-3 Locate the large obround hole in the passenger side of the frame next to the body mount, and
install (1) 1/2” T-Bolt in the frame and install (1) vinyl gasket over the threads to prevent the T-Bolt
from falling into the frame, (FIGURE 5). Repeat for the driver side.

Step-4 Position the %2” double bolt plate inside the passenger side frame rail, so the (2) bolts extend
down through the (2) holes in the bottom of the frame rail, (FIGURE 6).

Step-5 Attach the passenger side frame bracket to the side of the frame using (1) OEM bolt used for
attachment of the OEM bumper frame bracket, and to the bottom of the frame using the %2” double
bolt plate, (2) %2” flat washers, (2) %2” lock washers and (2) %" hex nuts, (FIGURE 7).

Step-6 Position the driver side frame bracket on the bottom and outside of the vehicle frame, and
attach the bracket to the side of the frame using (1) OEM bolt, and to the bottom of the frame using the
(2) OEM bolts used for attachment of the OEM tow hook and bumper frame bracket, (FIGURE 8 ).

Step-7 Position the hole in the end of the passenger side corner bracket over the %2” T-Bolt. Align the

hole in the center of the corner bracket with the hole in the frame bracket and the weld nut inside the
frame. Secure the corner bracket and frame bracket to the frame using (1) OEM bolt and to the side of
the frame using the %2” T-Bolt, (1) %2” flat washer (1) %" lock washer and (1) %2” hex nut, (FIGURE 9).
Leave the bolt and nut loose for final adjustment. Repeat for the driver side, (FIGURE 10).

Step-8 With assistance lift the Trailline bumper up to the vehicle, and position the bumper so the
driver and passenger side frame bracket D-Shackle mounts protrude out through the rectangular
openings in the Trailline bumper, (FIGURE 11).

Step-9 Secure the corner bracket to the weld nuts in the Trailline bumper using (1) 3/8” x 1 1/4” hex
bolt, (1) 3/8” lock washer and (1) 3/8” flat washer, (FIGURE 12). Leave the bolt loose for final
adjustment. Repeat for the driver side.

Step-10 Align the holes in each bumper center bracket with the holes in the frame bracket, and attach
the Trailline rear bumper to the frame bracket using (2) 1/2” x 1 1/2” hex bolt, (2) 1/2” lock washer,
(2) 1/2” flat washers, (FIGURE 13). Leave the bolt loose for final adjustment.

Step-11 Align the Trailline rear bumper with the vehicle, then tighten all nuts and bolts.

Step-12 Attach the license plate to the license plate bracket using the supplied %4” x 34” button head hex drive
bolts, %" flat washers, %4” lock washers and %4” hex nuts.

Remember to check and retighten all nuts and bolts periodically.

Go Rhino warrants to Buyer that for the life of the product(s) from the date of shipment of the product(s) (“Warranty Period”) for
polished stainless steel finished products purchased after April 2004, that such products will materially conform to the specifications
set forth in Go Rhino’s specifications in effect as of the date of shipments and will be free from material defects in material
workmanship.

Warranty claims must be accompanied with the original invoice and photos of the product. It is the customer’s responsibility to clean
regularly and protect finish with regular applications of a nonabrasive polish that is compatible with the product’s finish.

This warranty covers the cost of the product only and does not include the cost of removal, installation, third party modifications or
shipping of the product. In no event shall Go Rhino be liable to buyer or any third party for any damage or harm caused by the
product or use thereof, regardless of whether such damages were foreseeable and whether or not Go Rhino has been advised of the
possibility of such damages, not withstanding the failure of any agreed or other remedy of its essential purpose. This warranty is void
if the product shows signs of alteration, misuse, mishandling, improper care, neglect, improper application and/or damage due to
improper installation.

With respect to any such product(s) during the limited warranty period, Go Rhino shall, in its sole discretion, either: (i) provide a
one-time repair or replacement of such products (or the defective part) or (ii) credit or refund the price of such products at the pro
rata contractrate provided that, if Go Rhino so requests, Buyer shall, at Go Rhino’s expense, return such product(s) to Go Rhino.
