BEFORE BEGINNING THE INSTALLATION, READ ALL THE INSTRUCTIONS THROUGHILY AND VERIFY THAT ALL THE HARDWARE IS
ACCOUNTED FOR. IF THERE ARE ANY LISTED PARTS MISSING, PLEASE NOTIFY YOUR DISTRIBUTOR IMMEDIATELY.

THE APPROXIMATE INSTALLATION TIME IS 30min.




1. Begin by installing the driver side front bracket. Locate and remove the rubber plug to expose the hole and the Mé bolt
Securing the pastic shroud to the underside of the body. Picture 1

Insert one of the 3/8” bolt plates into the hole where the plug was removed, and secure the front mounting bracket to the
Body using the 3/8" bolt plate, (1) 3/8" flat washer, (1) lock washer and (1) 3/8" hex nut and to the threaded hole using (1)
Mé hex bolt, (1) Mé flat washer and (1) Mé lock washer. Leave the bolt and nut loose for final adjustment. Picture 2.

3. To install the rear mounting bracket, locate the abround hole and remove the rubber plug to expose the hole
In the underside of the body at the rear of the vehicle. Picture 5

Insert one of the 1/2" bolt plates into the obround hole and one of the 3/8" bolt plates into the hole where the plug was
Removed. Secure the rear mounting bracket to the body using the 3/8" and 1/2" bolt plates, flat washers, lock washers
And hex nuts. Leave the nuts loose for the final adjustement.

4. Repeat the all the steps for the other side of the vehicle.
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5.

Place the driver side step on top of the mountign brackets. Position (2) of the “u” brackets (included with
The side step) inside the step body, and align the U- brackets whit the mounting brackets. Attach the side
Step and U-brackets to each mounting bracket using (2) 5/16” square head bolts, (2) 5/16" flat washers and
(2) 5/16" lock washers. Image 1

Align the side step with the vehicle an thigten the mounting brackets and the side step nuts and bolts.
Remember to periodically check and retighten all nuts and bolts.
